The Scotland Board of Education is committed to the establishment of a drug and alcohol 

misuse prevention program that meets all applicable requirements of the Omnibus 

Transportation Employee Testing Act of 1991.

Contracts for transportation approved by this district shall contain assurance that the contractor 

will establish a drug and alcohol testing program that meets the requirements of federal 

regulations and this policy will actively enforce the regulations of this policy as well as federal 

requirements.
